Books written by well-known authors, lg. pink hearts to write author names, small red hearts for students to vote with, & Dry-erase board.





Evaluation:


By using the student-created bar graph, students will accurately interpret collected information.





Library Project Description:


Students will define who and what an author is. Table display will display books by well-known authors. Librarian will initiate discussion by briefly discussing writing styles of well-known authors (books on table), and sharing personal reasons for enjoying these books. Student discussion follows. Students share names of their favorite authors, what they’ve written, and why they like them. Librarian takes notes on dry-erase board. After brainstorming is complete, each student chooses their ONE favorite author and writes that name on one small, red heart. Hearts are then placed in a bar graph on the wall or bulletin board. As other classes come in throughout the week, they can answer questions by referring to the graph. (i.e. Which author received the most votes? Which two authors received the same number of votes? Etc.)
