Mobile Labs in the Classroom

 Management Tips
· Assign laptops to students by number. (See Laptop Assignment Form.)

· Turn on computers and log into the Novell network before beginning the lesson.
· Begin the lesson by modeling.

· Use a projection device

· Gather around one computer to see screen

· Students should have clear roles while working in pairs and groups. Rotate frequently so that each student can experience the different roles.

· Make sure students have a specific, measurable goal. For example:
· Spend 10 minutes searching for…

· Choose a background for your presentation. You will have 3 minutes for this task.

· When you have found 3 examples of animals that live in the rainforest, trade places with your partner.

· Peer help and collaboration are the key to an effective lesson. 
· Pair or groups students so that those with strong skills can help those with weaker skills.

· Use a student as a “technology expert.”

· Use the Ask Three Before Me System.

· When attention is needed for a short period of time, say “Hands in your lap in 5, 4, 3, 2, 1.”
· Keep a traditional desk ready for students who do not follow rules and may need to learn without technology.

· Have a back up plan!
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
