	Title
	Pigs Will Be Pigs – Math in the Library
	

	Resources 
	Pigs Will be Pigs (Axelrod); PowerPoint supporting book; coin manipulatives for each student
	

	Introduction
	Ask students if they have ever found money stuck on a sofa cushion, or in their pocket.  Tell students that today we will be reading a funny story about a family of pigs that did just that.  
	

	Vocabulary
	Penny, nickel, dime, quarter, fifty-cent piece, dollar, five-dollar, twenty dollar
	

	Activity


	Read the book aloud to the students.  After reading the book, explain that we are going to talk about how much money each of the characters in the book found.  Distribute coin manipulatives to each student.  Explain that as we talk about each character, each student should count out the number of coins that was found by the character.

Begin slide presentation.  Discuss the various coins and what they look like, using the presentation to reinforce these concepts.  Have students count the various coins that the Pig family found and have the students count the coins.  Explain that with nickels and dimes, we can count their value using counting by fives and tens.  



	Closure
	After completing the slide presentation, review coin denominations and values.
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
