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Figures 1 and 2 depict the District’s revenue sources for fiscal year 2011 and 2010. The graphs show that
property taxes are the primary source of revenue for the District followed by state aid and operating grants.
State aid as a percentage of total revenues increased and property tax as a percentage of total revenues
decreased as these two revenues have inverse relationships in the state funding formulas.
